In its 14th year, the NAFB Foundation Internship Grant Program is continuing to help support the 

future of farm broadcasting by providing three NAFB entities with $1,000 each to supplement their 

hiring of a broadcasting intern. 
 

Administration of this program is coordinated by NAFB staff and the Scholarship and Internship 

Committee (including Lorrie Boyer ï KSIR Radio, Terry Henne ï WSGW Radio, Troy Leininger 

ï KICD AM/FM Radio and Michelle Rook ï WNAX Radio).   
 

Fifteen entities applied for the grants and three winners were chosen.  Hoosier Ag Today, 

Clermont, IN, KKOW Radio, Pittsburg, KS and WAXX/WAYY, Altoona, WI, each received a 

grant of $1,000 to support their broadcast internship programs. 
 

In addition to the $1,000 grant, the NAFB Foundation will pay the registration fee for each intern 

to attend the 2010 Annual NAFB Convention in November.

Texas Tech University's Department of Agricultural Education and 

Communications is re-designing the ñHarvesting the Power of Farm 

Broadcastingò curriculum.  The curriculum is a project commissioned 

by the NAFB Foundation to educate agricultural communications 

students about farm broadcasting, the power of farm radio, and media 

buying. 
 

The project will be housed on the Internet, 

where college professors can download 

reading materials, Power Point slides, video 

presentations and activities to use in their 

classes.  The curriculum is designed so that 

professors can use as many or as few 

resources as needed. 
 

Currently, the booklet and Web site are 

undergoing a major re-design.  The first three 

sections of the curriculum are nearing launch, and the following 

sections will be added as they are completed.  The entire curriculum 

will be live on the Internet by Summer 2010. 
 

Texas Tech is promoting the materials to other faculty at two 

agricultural communications meetings this summer.  In October, TTU 

will follow up with other university faculty to determine the 

effectiveness of the curriculum, make adjustments and report back to 

the NAFB Foundation in November.
